When a person who has worked and paid Social Security taxes dies, certain members of 
the family may be eligible for survivors benefits; Social Security survivors benefits can 
be paid to a widow or widower-as early as age 50; A widow or widower-full benefits at 
full retirement age or reduced benefits as early as age 60; A disabled widow or widower-
as early as age 50. 
 
 A widow or widower at any age if he or she takes care of the deceased child who is 
under age 16 or disabled, and the child gets Social Security benefits; Unmarried children 
under 18 (or up to age 19), if they are attending high school full time);  
 
Children at any age who were disabled before age 22 and remain disabled, and 
dependant parents age 62 or older.

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20-Year Prison Term For Car Assault That Disabled 
NYPD Sgt.

A 20-year prison sentence was given Sept. 8 to a man convicted of 
dragging a city cop at high speed down a busy Queens’s street 
following a car stop. 

"With depraved indifference for human life or the authority of 
police, the defendant dragged his victim—a uniformed New York 
City Police Officer— along a major Queens thoroughfare in his 
efforts to get away," Queens District Attorney Richard A. Brown 
said in a statement following the sentencing of Walter Hurdle. "As a 
result of the defendant's actions, the officer has been forced to give 
up the job he loved because of the permanent nature of his injuries 
and to endure a lifetime of pain." 

Mr. Hurdle, 53, was found guilty on July 21 of first- and second-
degree assault, assault on a police officer and reckless driving 

following a two-week jury trial before Queens Supreme Court Justice Richard L. 
Buchter. 

According to trial testimony, at approximately 8:20 p.m. on Jan. 18, 2007, 
uniformed police officers observed Mr. Hurdle rolling an object while sitting bent 
over in the driver's seat of an SUV in Queens. When police approached the vehicle, 
he was unable to produce a driver's license. As Mr. Hurdle's driver door opened, 
the police officers saw what appeared to be a glassine envelope fall onto the vehicle's 
running board. Police officers saw Mr. Hurdle drop what appeared to be a 
marijuana cigarette. 

The DA said that when police asked Mr. Hurdle to step out of the car, he refused 
and instead sped off with Sgt. John Pagnotta caught inside the vehicle's driver side 
door. Mr. Hur dle's car stuck the police officer's parked patrol car, crushing 
Sergeant Pagnotta, who was pinned in between the patrol car and the inside of the 
SUV's door. Mr. Hurdle refused to stop and dragged Sergeant Pagnotta 
approximately 15 to 30 feet as the officer screamed in pain before he was thrown 
free and tumbled another 10 to 15 feet into oncoming traffic on Sutphin Blvd., 
where a vehicle almost struck him. 

Mr. Hurdle fled the scene while driving into oncoming traffic and then abandoned 
his car. Sergeant Pagnotta was transported to a local Queens’s hospital, where he 
was treated for a broken pelvis, several broken ribs, a fractured backbone and a 
dislocated shoulder. He said at the sentencing, "For the last 2½ years, I do not know 
what it is to be pain-free."

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Police Officer Jobs Open Paying $41,975 
Top Salary $76,488; Need 60 Credits Or Military Service  

The NYPD is looking to hire hundreds of Police Officers at a starting salary of 
$41,975, with maximum pay currently $76,488 after 5½ years on the job.
Applicat ions are accepted continuously, and there is no filing fee. Tests are 
scheduled Monday through Saturday until June 30, with more likely after that. 
Applicants may take this particular exam only once. 

Daily Walk-In Tests 

The Department of Citywide Administrative Services has launched a pilot walk-in 
testing program to allow individuals to take the Police Officer exam at their leisure. 
The tests are being administered at 2 Lafayette St., a couple of blocks north of City 
Hall. Applicants must be at least 17½ years old by the last day of the filing period, 
but under 35 by the first day of filing, and must be at least 21 years old to be hired. 
Applicants who have served in the military may deduct the length of service time 
from their actual age, up to six years. 

By their date of appointment, candidates must have completed 60 college credits 
with at least a 2.0 grade point average. A high-school diploma and two years of full-
time military service may be substituted for the college requirement. In addition, 
they must be U.S. citizens, have a state driver's license, and be residents of New 
York City or Nassau, Suffolk, Westchester, Orange, Rockland, or Putnam counties. 
They must pass character and background checks, medical, psychological and 
physical evaluations, and a drug-and-alcohol screening. There is a $75 fee for 
fingerprint screening and the background investigation. 

What Test Covers 

Candidates must score at least 70 percent on a written multiple-choice exam. Scores 
determine applicants' positions on the eligible list. Questions measure the following 
skills: written comprehension, written expression, memorization, problem-
sensitivity, problem-solving, deductive reasoning, inductive reasoning, spatial 
orientation and visualization. New York City residents will receive a five-point 
bonus. Eligibility for this credit will be investigated. After passing the exam, cadets 
enter the six-month Police Academy, which develops a solid foundation of public 
safety, and provides recruits with the training and resources necessary to meet the 
challenges of police work. Training includes Counter Terrorism and Intelligence 
programs as well as community outreach, with a focus on quality-of-life issues.
Appointees will have probationary status for 24 months. Officers must pass an 
annual firearms test and must remain authorized to carry firearms under Federal 
and state laws .Officers are required to work weekends and holidays, change tours 
and work overtime.

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A Retirement System Glossary of Terms (Part 5)  
Current Pension Topics 

By JOEL FRANK  

The New York City Employees Retirement System has gone to 
great lengths to prepare this Glossary of Terms. I recommend 
you study their meaning. Should you have any questions please 
contact me at: rollover@optonline.net. 

Primary Social Security Retirement Benefit 

The benefit payable to a covered employee at age 62 or later, 
under the Federal Social Security Program, exclusive of any 
family benefits, calculated as provided in Section 511(c) of 
ARTICLE 14 of the Retirement and Social Security Law. 

Prior Membership Service 

Service for which retirement service credits was received while a member of a 
public employee retirement system of the City or State of New York. 

Reserve for Increased- Take-Home-Pay (ITHP) 

For some Tier 1 and Tier 2 members, an amount that at the time of death or 
retirement is equal to the accumulation of the contributions for ITHP, plus interest 
earned thereon. 

Retirement Allowance 

For Tier 1 and Tier 2 members, the annual benefits payable in monthly installments 
consisting of the Pension, including pension for Increased Take-Home-Pay, if any, 
and Annuity. 

Salary Base; Compensation used in computing a benefit. 

Sanitation Member; A member employed in a position in the uniformed-force of the 
NYC Department of Sanitation. 

Special Programs 

1. Age-57 Retirement Program (57/5 Program) 

2. 25-Year Early Retirement Program (55/25 Program) 

3. Sanitation 20-Year Retirement Program (Sanitation 20- Year Program) 
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Continued from previous page 

4. Transit 25-Year and Age- 55 Retirement Program (Transit 25/55 Program) 

5. Triborough Bridge & Tunnel Authority 20-Year and  Age- 50 Retirement Program (TBTA 50/20 
Program) 

6. 25-Year Retirement Program for Dispatcher Members (Dispatchers 25-Year Program) 

7. 25-Year Retirement Program for EMT Members (EMT 25-Year Program) 

Tier 4 Members with Tier 3 Rights (Tier ¾ Members) 

Tier 4 members who last joined NYCERS after July 26, 1976 and before September 1, 1983, or were 
otherwise made eligible, automatically became Tier 4 members on September 1, 1983. However, these 
members retain their Tier 3 rights and are eligible to elect Tier 3 benefits. 

In the past, a Tier ¾ Member typically exercised his or her Tier 3 rights when he or she wanted to 
retire prior to age 62, since there was no such provision under Tier 4. Due to enactment of Tier Equity 
legislation in 2000, Tier 4 members are now eligible to retire before age 62, with a lesser benefit 
reduction than under Tier 3.  

Furthermore, Tier 3 Service Retirement and Disability Retirement Benefits impose a significant 
reduction upon the retiree’s attainment of age 62— i.e. the retirement benefit is further reduced by 50 
percent of his or her primary Social Security benefit attributable to his or her Credited “City” 
Service. 

In the vast majority of cases, it is no longer advantageous to revert to Tier 3 for retirement purposes. 
There are Tier 3 disability provisions that may make a Tier ¾ Member eligible for a benefit that he or 
she would not be eligible for under Tier 4. 

Transit Authority Member; A Tier 4 member employed in the operating-force of the NYC Transit 
Authority and some managers. 

Unpaid Leave;   An approved leave of absence during which a member does not receive Wages from 
his or her employer. 

EXAMPLES: 

1. Sick leave of absence without pay. 

2. Workers’ Compensation leave of absence without pay. 

3. Leave of absence without pay for the purpose of engaging in union activities. 

Wages; Any earnings paid for services rendered to an agency of the City of New York or any other 
public employer in New York City or New York State.

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4 Police ‘Superior’ Unions Back Mayor’s Re-Election  

DEA Cuffs Thompson on ‘Bell’

 During his endorsement of Mayor Bloomberg 
Sept 21, Detectives Endowment Association 
President Michael J. Palladino said that 
supporting William C. Thompson’s bid for 
Mayor was not even a consideration after the 
City Comptroller marched against his 
Detectives following the fatal shooting of Sean 
Bell outside a Queens nightclub. 

“I was surprised at his actions when he 
marched with Rev. Al Sharpton,” Mr. 
Palladino said of Mr. Thompson’s stance 
towards the Detectives who were acquitted 18 
months ago for shooting Mr. Bell after he 
drove his car into one of them in November 
2006. “It was saying in essence, I guess the 
subliminal message was that the Detectives  

should have gone to jail. So he was not under consideration at all as far as the 
Detectives were concerned.” 

Also Gets Lieut., Capt. Nods 

Mr. Thompson had criticized the three Detectives’ acquittal by a Queens Supreme 
Curt Justice in April 2008, saying in a statement, “I along with many New Yorkers 
was shocked by last week’s disappointing court decision regarding the Sean Bell 
shooting.” He added that “he hoped that the Justice Department’s review of the case 
will be thorough and objective and finally provide justice to the Bell family and the 
other victims of this tragic incident.” That review is ongoing. 

Mr. Bloomberg was also endorsed last week by the Lieutenants Benevolent 
Association and the Captain Endowment Association. The Sergeants Benevolent 
Association previously announced it was backing his re-election, while the 
Patrolmen’s Benevolent Association has not yet endorsed a candidate. 

“He was elected in the aftermath of 9/11 and through his leadership New York City 
was able to rise up out of the rubble,” Mr. Palladino said. “New York City remains 
the safest big city in America, thanks to the hardworking men and women of the 
NYPD and the strategies and initiatives employed by the Bloomberg 
Administration.”

CEA President Roy T. Richter called Mr. Bloomberg a “proven leader.” 

“He understands that in order to police a modern city, you must be able to be innovative and adapt,” 
he said in giving the Mayor the union’s first endorsement in his three campaigns for City Hall. “More 
people are alive today because of Mayor Bloomberg’s initiatives.” 

Mayor: A Grand Slam 

Mayor Bloomberg quipped, “Quite a lineup: not one, not two, not three but four police union 
endorsements.” 

“No one is better than New York City’s Finest,” the Mayor said. “They proved it after 9/11 and they 
are proving it once again.” He cited how experts predicted crime would rise during a recession, but 
the NYPD continues to post record decreases, including a 12-percent drop in the first half of this year. 
“This kind of success has made possible all the other successes we’ve had,” he said. 

LBA President Thomas Sullivan said that lower crime levels were the prime reason for his 
endorsement. “Since I joined the department 29 years ago, I have never seen crime lower than now, 
and that’s in large part due to the support of a tough Mayor, Mike Bloomberg,” he said. “Mayor 
Bloomberg realizes that we need to have all the resources possible available to us in order to keep 
crime at these levels with tools like our new DNA lab.” At the announcement in Foley Square, Mr. 
Bloomberg also unveiled four proposed initiatives to keep criminals on their heels. 

Expanding Crime Center 

He pledged to expand the real-time crime center to include facial recognition software and full 
Detective file notes to allow the instant comparison of tens of thousands of mug shots already housed 
in police files. The Mayor also said he would create a footwear recognition database that contains shoe 
profiles to facilitate searches between shoe prints and shoe type, color, brand, unique markings, and 
sole images. 

To help locate missing children and solve other crimes, the Mayor would work with cell phone 
carriers to include a law-enforcement consent form in the cell-phone plan application process that 
would enable police to track the whereabouts of a missing person through their phone signals. Finally, 
Mr. Bloomberg proposed using GPS technology to deter gang activity in public housing to keep gang 
members away from other gang members or gang-affiliated locations while they are under the control 
of the court system. 

SBA President Ed Mullins previously said, “He’s a clear choice for the people of New York and the 
people of law-enforcement. There is one individual who is prepared to deal with these tough economic 
times, Mike Bloomberg.” 
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Excessive Risk At NYCERS  

In the last two years, the value of the New York City Employees’ Retirement System 
portfolio has dropped by $11.3 billion, a 27-percent loss. As gruesome as these 
figures are, the real danger is the combination of miserable investment returns and 
increasing benefit payouts.  

In 2001, NYCERS was 122-percent funded with assets worth $42.5 billion. This year 
NYCERS is less than 80-percent funded with assets worth only $30.9 billion. The 
annual benefit payments during these years, however, have gone up by 33 percent, 
from $2.4 billion to $3.2 billion. I suppose the trustees will claim that they have 
minimized these losses with their prudent investment decisions. My opinion is that 
the trustees took excessive risks to allow the city to make lower pension 
contributions during this period. Now the pension fund has suffered increased losses 
and the city is required to make even higher contributions.  

The trustees’ job is to pay benefits and not to pretend to be Goldman Sachs. When a 
pension fund has a large annual benefit obligation, its investment strategy should 
have a tight control on risk, even if it means accepting a lower expected rate of 
return. In the end, this may actually produce a higher actual rate of return. Each 
June, the NYCERS trustees renew their statutory option to delegate their 
investment authority to the Comptroller. Since they continue to do this, they are 
obviously satisfied with his performance.  

Each June, the trustees also adopt a resolution to allow the Comptroller to negotiate 
contracts for investment services and to directly pay the resulting expenses. As 
opposed to the delegation of their investment authority, the trustees have no 
statutory authority to delegate their contract or payment authority. Since the 
Comptroller is the statutory auditor of all NYCERS expenses, this creates a 
fundamental flaw in the financial controls at NYCERS. In addition to this conflict, 
the trustees are unaware of the terms of the investment contracts. The trustees also 
never receive a comprehensive reconciled report of NYCERS’s investment expenses 
from the Comptroller.  

These expenses are significant and place a burden on the city’s budget. The city and 
participating employers will be reimbursing NYCERS $134.5 million this year for 
investment expenses incurred by NYCERS two years ago. Those expenses were 
originally $115.3 million. The increase is the result of an annual 8-percent interest 
charge. NYCERS has budgeted $160 million for this year’s investment expenses. 
This will create an expense for the city of $187 million in two years. That is a lot of 
layoffs.

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Justices Decline New York Gun Suit  
 

(U.S. Supreme Court Blocks Bloomberg / Kelly Misgui ded 2nd Amendment 
End Around)

WASHINGTON  New York City’s nine-year lawsuit accusing gun makers of flooding illicit markets 
with their firearms came to an end when the United States Supreme Court refused to consider a lower 
court � s dismissal of the case. Without comment, the justices decided not to review a ruling by a 
three-judge panel of the United States Court of Appeals for the Second Circuit, which declared on 
April 30 that federal law protected the manufacturers from such suits. 
 
The appeals court had overturned a decision by Judge Jack B. Weinstein of Federal District Court in 
Brooklyn, who ruled in 2005 that the suit could proceed despite protests by gun makers like Beretta 
U.S.A., Browning Arms, Colt Manufacturing, Glock and Smith & Wesson.  
 
The gun companies had complained that a federal law passed just two months earlier shielded them 
from such suits. The law, the Protection of Lawful Commerce in Arms Act, bans most suits against the 
firearms industry. A narrow exception allows suits when a gun maker or dealer has knowingly 
violated state or federal statutes in sales and marketing practices �  by knowingly selling a weapon to 
someone who fails a criminal background check, for example.  
 
In its suit, New York City contended that the gun makers had made themselves liable under that 
narrow exception, by failing to monitor firearms retailers closely enough and thus allowing guns to 
end up in the hands of criminals.  
 
Therefore, the city argued, the manufacturers had created a condition that negatively affects the 
public health or safety, and consequently were in violation of New York States public nuisance law. 
But the federal appeals court, in the ruling that the Supreme Court declined on Monday to reconsider, 
said the public nuisance law did not create an exception to the federal law that would allow a suit. 
 
The court didn’t rule the way we wanted, Mayor Michael R. Bloomberg said at a news conference, 
calling the lawsuit one part of our strategy to fight against illegal guns. The lawsuit did not seek 
monetary damages but an order directing the gun makers to more closely monitor the dealers who 
sold their wares too often to criminals, the city contended.  
 
Gun manufacturers have been sued dozens of times by city and state officials across the country, 
without success. But Daniel R. Vice, senior attorney for the Brady Center to Prevent Gun Violence, 
said on Monday that some individual victims of gun mayhem have won suits backed by the Brady 
Center against manufacturers as well as dealers.  
 
Moreover, Mr. Vice said that a dozen cities in California, including Los Angeles and San Francisco, as 
well as Gary, Ind., have won suits against gun dealers, and that the Indiana Supreme Court ruled that 
Gary’s suit against gun manufacturers could proceed in state court.  
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Lawyers for New York City may have been hoping that the United States Supreme Court would hear 
its appeal because one member of the three-judge appeals court panel dissented last spring, arguing 
that the New York State Court of Appeals, the state � s highest tribunal, should have been asked to 
decide whether the state public nuisance law created an exception under the federal law. But that 
dissent was not enough to persuade the Supreme Court to take a look at the case. 
 
Mayor Bloomberg has made gun trafficking one of his signature issues. In 2006, the city sued 27 gun 
dealers in Georgia, South Carolina, Virginia, Pennsylvania and Ohio, claiming that their lax screening 
practices created a public nuisance in New York City. Some dealers have reached settlements with the 
city, some have gone out of business, and judgments against others are pending, Eric Proshansky, the 
city’s lead lawyer on gun issues, said on Monday.  
 
Mr. Proshansky said data that is admittedly very preliminary suggested that the suits had reduced 
illicit gun trafficking in the city.

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Badges of courage: 37 Bronx cops honored for braver y, 
service

It started as a police run on a report of a man with a gun inside a South Bronx apartment. But when 
the door opened, Sgt. Seth Lynch and Officer Daryl Melhado of Mott Haven's 40th Precinct were 
confronted by a man pointing a semiautomatic weapon at them. Despite yelling at him to drop the 
weapon, he opened fire. They fired back, wounding and subduing him.  

Tuesday, they and 35 other Bronx cops were honored for various acts of heroism and outstanding 
service over the past year at the annual Patrol Borough Bronx Recognition Awards Ceremony.   

The recognitions ranged from heart-stopping moments of life-and-death danger in gunfights, to taking 
bad guys off the street, to outstanding service to the communities and the people they serve. In many 
of the cases, officers were awarded for an outstanding number of arrests, taking guns and drugs off 
the streets.  

"This is not an easy environment," Police Commissioner Raymond Kelly told the officers, citing the 
most recent dangerous encounter Sunday, when a suspect who had a gun to a female officer's head in 
a Bronx housing project was shot by her partner. Calling it outstanding police work, Kelly told them, 
"Again, that emphasizes the challenges you face."  

Noting dramatic drops in crime in the Bronx - down 72% over 15 years, 27% over eight and close to 
9% this year - he called them "not just numbers, but a reflection of a lot of hard work and sweat. ... 
You have made New York City the safest city by far."  

Bronx Borough President Ruben Diaz and District Attorney Robert Johnson were also on hand to 
thank the honorees, with Diaz telling them the Bronx "has really come a long way" from when he was 
growing up in the Bronxdale Houses on Watson Ave. - "but we still have a long way to go." "Your 
work is exemplary," Johnson told them. "It goes above and beyond. I see the difference in my county, 
day in and day out."
