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              The President’s Message 
 
I was extremely gratified with the excellent turnout 
at our January meeting. While several of our 
officers were away attending an important seminar, 
we managed to cover important topics of interest 
to our membership. Vice-President Borrelli made 
what I term a keynote address in which he outlined 
the vital direction that he felt the organization 
should take in the coming year. He stressed the 
emphasis that should be placed on cooperation 
with other groups and our important membership in 

the NY 1013. 
 
 I reported on the current budget crisis and the effect on our pension funds. Most 
states have seen their pension funds diminished by the recent stock market decline. 
California, with the largest funds, was hit the hardest. They have made some very 
unfortunate investments in real estate and are even contemplating issuing vouchers 
instead of checks due to their cash shortage. John Murphy, former executive director 
of the NYC Employee Retirement System, the largest pension fund, termed the 
situation "scary.” He reported the loss in that fund for 3 months ending Sept.30, at 
$3.5 billion and about twice as much in the months since then. Similar losses are 
reported for the 4 other funds, police, firefighters, teachers and other city employees 
bringing total assets down $30 billion from $100 billion a year ago.  
 
By law, the city must make up the difference when pension funds earn less than 8 
percent a year. They can spread the cost of plugging the gap over the following 6 
years. Governor Paterson has proposed some major changes in the pension systems 
including one that would require the city's police and firefighters to work 25 years and 
reach age 50 before they qualified for a full pension. 
 
 Mayor Bloomberg has appeared to endorse some of the changes causing PBA 
President Lynch to say "this proposed change to the pension for future officers will 
undo any progress made on compensation issues.” Of great concern is the attack on 
health and welfare benefits with the city negotiator singling out the Part B Medicare 
Reimbursement for spouses.  
Our NY representatives are keeping us informed and fighting all attempts to eliminate 
or diminish any of our benefits! While most members who attend the meeting come 
for a variety of reasons, some to socialize, others for the "gourmet" food, but they 
want the latest and most accurate information and how to access their benefits with 
the least red tape. Hope we are meeting that need!   See you at our next meeting.

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NEW YORK (Dec. 22) – 
 
 A slain police officer's sister reacted with disgus t after a jury cleared a 
former actor on "The Sopranos" of her brother's kil ling during a 
botched burglary three years ago. 
 
Lillo Brancato Jr. on Monday was convicted of a les ser charge of 
attempted burglary. He faces from three to 15 years  in prison; the 

former actor could get credit for time served becau se he has been behind bars nearly three years . 
 
"What message is this sending out to the New York C ity police officers today? It's wrong," said 
Yolanda Rosa Nazario, sister of the victim. 
Prosecutors said Brancato, 32, and accomplice Steve n Armento broke into a basement apartment to 
steal prescription drugs after a night of drinking at a strip club in December 2005. Officer Daniel 
Enchautegui (En-chow-TAY'-gee), who lived next door  and was off duty, came out to investigate. 
 
Armento blasted the 28-year-old officer with his .3 57 Magnum, hitting him in the heart. The dying 
officer fired back, wounding both men. Armento was convicted earlier this year of first-degree 
murder and was sentenced to life in prison without parole. 
 
Brancato, who acknowledges problems with drugs and alcohol, said he was unaware Armento, 48, 
was carrying a weapon. He also argued he did not di rectly take part in the killing and was not 
armed. 
During the gun battle, Enchautegui was struck once and Armento was hit six times. Brancato, who 
drove the car to the apartment, was shot twice. 
 
Brancato was led out of court in handcuffs. His sen tencing is Jan. 9, and District Attorney 
Robert T. Johnson said he would seek "the maximum s entence that the law allows." 
 
"This would not have happened if not for this anima l's drug habit," said Patrolmen's Benevolent Associ ation 
head Patrick Lynch. "The only good thing is that th is skunk is not walking out to spend Christmas with  his 
family. The sad part is that neither is Daniel." 
 
Said Police Commissioner Raymond Kelly: "We hope th at the family and friends of Daniel 
Enchautegui find some comfort in the fact that at l east one in the pair responsible for his death was 
convicted of murder ." 
 
Brancato rose to fame in the 1993 movie "A Bronx Ta le," playing a young kid from the 
neighborhood who is torn between two worlds and two  men: a local mobster played by Chazz 
Palminteri and his straight-and-narrow bus-driver f ather, played by Robert De Niro . 
 
Other roles followed, most notably a stint on the s econd season of "The Sopranos," where he played a 
bumbling aspiring mobster. His character carried ou t a series of low-level crimes for the New Jersey m ob 
before being gunned down by Tony Soprano and his si dekick as he tearfully begged for his life. 
 
During the trial, Brancato tried to deflect suggest ions by the prosecution that his testimony — at 
times punctuated by vignettes about his drug-crazed  downfall — was another acting job. 
Brancato's attorney, Joseph Tacopina, said his clie nt was relieved with the verdict. "There was 
 never going to be smiles," he said. "This is not a  case that warrants that."

Future Workers; 25-Year, Age-50 Minimum for Uniformed, 30/62 for Civilian Staff

Governor Paterson Dec. 16 proposed downgrading pensions for new employees, which among other things 
would force future police officers and firefighters to work 25 years and reach age 50 before collecting a full 
pension, compared to the current right after 20 years service regardless of age. 

He did so amidst a host of proposed increased taxes and state layoffs as part of a 
budget plan to close an estimated $15.4 billion deficit for the next 15 months. 

Wouldn't Affect Current Staff  

The Governor, who called the changes "innovative," proposed raising the 
minimum retirement age for state and city civilian employees to 62 from 55, 
and requiring 30 years service, one of a series of rollbacks of pension gains 
made by the unions over the past two decades, although they would not affect 
current workers. Employees would also be required to contribute to the pension 
fund after their 10th year of service, and the proposal would restore the 
minimum years of service required to draw a pension to 10 rather than the 
current five. 

The new plan excludes overtime compensation from calculating pension 
benefits to prevent "salary spiking" in the final year of service. "These reforms 
are a first step toward fundamentally re-evaluating the way we do business, 
which will mean significantly lower costs for taxpayers over the long term," Mr. 
Paterson said in a statement.

Looking to Streamline 

 
 
 
New York City is one of those places that will be most hurt, according to Mayor Bloomberg, who said the 
city would lose $328 million this year and next in discretionary aid when other municipalities would not face 
the same cut. "It does appear, unfortunately, that some of these cuts are falling disproportionately on the 
city," he told reporters at One Police Plaza.

 

GOVERNOR PATERSON: 
Takes aim at pension 
costs.  
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Patrick J. Lynch blasted the proposal, saying, “This proposed change to the pension for future police officers 
will undue any progress made on compensation issues. Giving with one hand while taking away with the 
other simply makes no sense. The New York City PBA strongly opposes any reduction in pension benefits 
for future members. 

 

Patrolmen’s Benevolent Association President Patrick Lynch said the 
system for uniformed employees would create a safety risk because the 
ability to run up the stairs carrying the hose diminishes with age. 

"The current system benefits both the public and the city and is fair to 
Firefighters," Mr. Cassidy said, before noting the increases in pension on 
costs were largely due to the deaths of 343 firefighters on 9/11 and the 
early retirement of many others because of health reasons tied to the 
aftermath of the terrorist attacks. "Right now the city and state are facing 
tough times and they are looking to take a shot at us, and it doesn't make 
any sense," he said. 

Municipal Labor Committee Chair Harry Nespoli also 
derided the changes, asserting, "A massive 
restructuring of existing pension benefits for new 
employees is not necessary and will not happen. It has 
taken a generation to restore some of the lost benefits  
worth today more than $1.8 billion. In many cases the restoration was paid for by the 
workers." 

Would Cancel Gains for Unborn 

A deal in 2000 between the MLC and the city, which funneled $850 million into the city 
budget instead of the pension systems, brought many of the pension gains that Mr. 
Paterson is proposing to eliminate for future workers. Uniformed officers saw a roughly 
3-percent hike in take-home pay from the deal when their contributions to the retirement 
system were cut from 5 to 2 percent, with the city covering the difference. The deal also 
allowed cops and firefighters under Tier 2 (all those hired from mid-1973 forward) to 

calculate their retirement benefits based on their final year's earnings, rather than the average of their last 
three years. 

Mr. Paterson's proposed cuts, Mr. Lynch noted, comes at a time when Police Officers, now starting above 
$40,000, are just beginning to reap the benefits of competitive pay even if they long enjoyed competitive 
benefits. "Research studies have demonstrated that the unparalleled stresses of police work result in a 
significantly higher rate of illnesses and suicide than in the general population," Mr. Lynch said. "The 
existing pension benefits recognize the added danger, pressures and responsibilities of the police job.

Last days for Marine were true Finest hours 

 

NYPD officer Susan Porcello's big heart gave elderl y Marine Gaspar Musso 

Care and friends in his final days. . 
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This is what 10-13 is all about 
 

Sometimes when old Marines die they do fade away into unmarked graves in Potter's Field. Such might have been the case 
for Gaspar Musso, USMC 925050, who fought in the Battle of Tinian in the Marianas Islands in 1944 and who died 
Nov. 15 at age 84 in a Brooklyn nursing home. 
Enter Police Officer Susan Porcello, a PBA delegate at the 68th Precinct in Bay Ridge and one of those big-hearted 
New Yorkers who still make this the best city on Earth. "No way was I going to let this brave old Marine who fought for 
his country in WWII get buried in Potter's Field," she says. 

Porcello first met Musso back in July when she responded to a 911 ambulance call to the retired insurance broker's 
one-bedroom apartment on, appropriately, Marine Ave.  "When my partner, Eddie Ennis, and I arrived at his apartment 
Gaspar seemed a little bit down about himself," Porcello says. "He said he felt alone in the world. We talked to him a 
bit and as I looked around his tidy apartment I noticed that he had served in the military - the Marines to be exact." 

Porcello asked him about family and friends. "Look around you, what do you see?" Musso said. "I have no family or 
friends." To which Porcello said, "Well, I'm your friend." Right there, with those four beautiful words, Gaspar Musso 
was destined to die with the dignity he'd earned with a rifle in his hands, fighting in a USMC uniform, in a war that 
saved civilization. If she didn't already wear a badge, you'd want to pin a star on Susan Porcello. 

Musso, a diabetic with a host of other age-related maladies, had accidentally overdosed on his prescription 
medications. Porcello accompanied him to Lutheran Medical Center. "I told him I'd be back to visit him and take him to 
a senior center where he could make some friends," said Porcello, who comes from a big Italian family with a mom, 
dad, three sisters and a brother. 

"I told him I was making him my 'Grandpa,' and if he liked, he could spend Thanksgiving with my family. Eddie and I 
discussed alternating holidays with Gaspar so he wouldn't be alone for any of them." Two days later Musso was 
placed in critical care. Porcello asked hospital staff where he'd be buried if he didn't make it. "Potter's Field," said one 
administrator. 

"This infuriated me," said Porcello. "There was no way I was going to let a man who fought for our country be buried in 
Potter's Field. Not on my watch!" Porcello told the hospital to keep her apprised of Musso's condition. She had a local 
priest visit him. Porcello even asked NYPD's Missing Person's Squad to search for next of kin.  No luck. Musso had 
been an only child to Anthony and Marie Musso, both deceased. He had no other relatives. Musso's only friend, an 
upstairs neighbor, had died the year before. After his health improved, Musso asked Porcello to become his official 
health proxy. 

She transferred him to Canton Park Nursing Home, where he was treated extremely well. She visited him often, 
learning that Musso was born May 7, 1924, joined the USMC in December 1943, finished training at Camp Jejune in 
March 1944 and was fighting with the 2nd Marines on Tinian Island by July 1944. 

"I visited Gaspar on Nov. 13, bringing him rosary beads, a Bible, and his reading glasses," she said. "The next day, 
Nov. 14, I returned and found Gaspar sitting up in a chair, dressed in his own clothes; looking great." 

Porcello washed his hands and face, trimmed his nails and eyebrows and asked if he was coming to her house for 
Thanksgiving. "I'm trying!" he said. He also asked Porcello to bring him a Christmas wreath for his room. The next 
morning Porcello received a phone call saying that Gaspar Musso had died peacefully in his sleep. No way was she 
going to let her good friend be toe-tagged and buried in Potter's Field. 

Porcello paid out of her own pocket for a wake at McLaughlin's on Third Ave. and a mass at St. Patrick's Church in 
Bay Ridge, where a crowd of good-hearted cops from the 68th Precinct filled the pews, six serving as pallbearers. Sgt. 
Angel Rosa of the 68th, also a Marine, arranged for a USMC honor guard at Musso's funeral.  

Then taps blew over Gaspar Musso, United States Marine, as he was buried next to his mother at Resurrection 
Cemetery in Staten Island.

The History and Information about the NYPD  
PART 1 

 
Police have been around for almost 4 centuries in N ew York. It's had an illustrious history. This arti cle 
answers some interesting questions related to it. F rom it's early beginnings to present day symbols. 

 
WHEN DID LAW ENFORCEMENT BEGIN IN NEW YORK CITY ? 

 
The first law-enforcement officer began to patrol t he trails and paths of New York City when it was kn own as 
New Amsterdam, and was a Dutch settlement and fort in the year 1625. This lawman was known as a "Schou t 
– fiscal" (sheriff – attorney) and was charged with  keeping the peace, settling minor disputes, and wa rning 
colonists if fires broke out at night.  The first S chout was a man named Johann Lampo.  
                                                    

WHAT WAS THE RATTLE WATCH?  
 
The Rattle Watch was a group of colonists during th e Dutch era (1609 - 1664) who patrolled from sunset  until 
dawn. They carried weapons, lanterns and wooden rat tles (that are similar to the ratchet noisemakers u sed 
during New Year celebrations). The rattles made a v ery loud, distinctive sound and were used to warn f armers 
and colonists of threatening situations. Upon heari ng this sound, the colonists would rally to defend 
themselves or form bucket-brigades to put out fires . The rattles were used because whistles had not ye t been 
invented. The Rattle Watchmen also are believed to have carried lanterns that had green glass inserts.  This 
was to help identify them while they were on patrol  at night (as there were no streetlights at that ti me). When 
they returned to their Watch House from patrol, the y hung their lantern on a hook by the front door to  show 
that the Watchman was present in the Watch House. T oday, green lights are still hung outside the entra nces 
of Police Precincts as a symbol 
that the "Watch" is present and vigilant.                               (to be continued next issue)

The city's five pension funds have lost close to 30 percent in the Wall Street crisis this year - 
threatening to hit taxpayers like an economic tsunami for years to come, experts are warning. An 
estimated $30 billion in recent pension investment losses - a bloodbath tied to the market downturn - 
would have to be covered by the city's operating budget starting in 2010.  

"This is a scary situation. The losses are so big it could overwhelm the city," said John Murphy, 
former executive director of the New York City Employee Retirement System, the largest pension 
fund. NYCERS alone lost $3.5 billion in the three months ending Sept. 30, a report shows. It lost about 
twice as much in the disastrous months since then, Murphy said. Similar losses by four other pension 
funds, for police, firefighters, teachers and other city employees, bring total assets down $30 billion 
from more than $100 billion a year ago, Murphy and other sources estimate. By law, the city must 
make up the difference when the pension funds earn less than 8 percent a year. The city can spread 
the cost of plugging that gap over the following six years.����
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
